CONDITIONS

This task requires an applicable vehicle with crew, appropriate basic issue items (BII), necessary safety equipment, and applicable references. A second, similar, vehicle with crew and equipment is also required. The task is performed in a garrison or field environment with assistance and under supervision. 

STANDARDS

Recover a disabled/mired vehicle by both self/field expedient recovery and like vehicle recovery techniques. 

TRAINING AND EVALUATION


Training Information Outline
1. Determine the appropriate recovery technique. 

a. Mission, enemy, terrain, troops and time (METT-T) dictates the most effective recovery technique. If a similar vehicle is available it is usually the quickest recovery technique. However, if the available vehicle's mission is more time sensitive than the mired vehicle's mission the mired vehicle should attempt self recovery or request recovery vehicle support. 

b. If the vehicle is disabled, expedient repair should be considered. If the METT-T situation allows, similar vehicle towing should be considered before requesting recovery vehicle support. 

2. Prepare for recovery. 

a. Select and use the applicable publications. 

b. Prepare vehicle for recovery; for example, disconnect drive shaft or final drive, if necessary. 

c. Inspect equipment for serviceability. 

3. Perform the recovery. 

4. If self/similar vehicle recovery is not effective or practical, notify the company maintenance team (CMT). 

Evaluation Preparation

Setup: In a training area preposition one vehicle in a mired position, or simulate a disabling mechanical deficiency. Ensure that equipment has all authorized BII and that safety equipment is available and functioning. Have one vehicle available for use in a similar vehicle recovery technique. Note that, under certain conditions, two similar vehicles may be required to provide both towing and braking support. If the vehicles are authorized to use the Allied Kinetic Energy Recovery Rope (AKERR), it should be available for use. 

Brief Service Personnel: Tell the Noncommissioned Officer (NCO) that the test will consist of directing personnel recovering a mired/disabled vehicle by the most mission effective technique. After the NCO requests them, give him the references and the time to review FM 20-22 and the appropriate operator's manuals. Inform the vehicle's crew that they are there to follow directions and are not to provide any information or guidance. Provide all participants in the evaluation a safety briefing on the hazards of working around recovery and towing operations. Ensure that all personnel understand that he has the power and responsibility to stop an unsafe act.
