CONDITIONS

Given a vehicle with before-operation maintenance performed, your individual weapon, a Kevlar helmet, and an armored vest. 

STANDARDS

Use the correct defensive procedures when ambushed or attacked that are relevant to your position in or out of the kill zone with 100 percent accuracy. 

TRAINING AND EVALUATION


Training Information Outline
1. React to receiving sniper fire. 

a. Move through the area without stopping. 

b. Look for possible natural ambush sites such as a cliff, steep embankment, swamp, steep grade, sharp curves in the road, narrow trail, streams, and heavily wooded areas. 

c. Look for man-made obstacles (mines, booby traps, demolitions, road blocks, and damaged bridges). 

2. React to an ambush when the road is not blocked. 

a. Move out of the kill zone if your vehicle is caught in the kill zone. 

b. Move until directed to halt if your vehicle is beyond the kill zone. 

c. Dismount and take a defensive position if your vehicle is not yet in the kill zone. 

d. Dismount and, if possible, get on a vehicle still operating if your vehicle becomes disabled in the kill zone. 

e. Take cover and return fire on the enemy if unable to mount a passing vehicle if your vehicle is disabled in the kill zone. 

3. React to an ambush when the road is blocked. 

a. Attempt to clear the road of the disabled vehicle by pushing it onto the side of the road. 

b. Dismount, take cover, and return maximum volume of fire if your vehicle is in the kill zone. 

c. Move until directed to halt if your vehicle is past the kill zone. 

d. Dismount and take a defensive position if your vehicle is not in the kill zone. 

Evaluation Preparation

Setup: Select a route the vehicle will travel. Place individuals with weapons and blank ammunition along the route in different locations to attack the vehicle with sniper fire and conduct an ambush with and without the road blocked. 

Brief Personnel: Tell the personnel to use the proper defensive procedures when under sniper fire or when ambushed. Remind personnel that the procedures used depend upon the relative position to the kill zone and the operational status of the vehicle.

Feedback

Score personnel GO if all performance measures are passed. Score personnel NO/GO if any performance measure is failed. If personnel score NO-GO, show the him/her what was done wrong and how to do it correctly. Train by providing personnel with a diagram on a sheet of paper of vehicles receiving sniper fire. At the bottom of the diagram, list three possible actions he or she may take as identified on the back side of the paper with the answers. Use a situation for an ambush with the road blocked and without the road blocked. Be sure to identify the kill zone and a disabled vehicle in the kill zone. 
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
